The grade point average is carried out
two decimals (2.00) and is not rounded up or down.

COURSE NUMBERS:

Previous numbering system used three digit course numbers. Current course numbers
consist of four digits. The first digit indicates the year level of the course. For example,
1000s freshman; 2000s sophomore; 3000s junior; 4000s senior; 5000s masters; 6000s
advanced, post-masters and doctoral; 7000 and 8000s doctoral.

The second digit indicates the credit value of the course, except in the case of three-
hour courses, where the second digit may be three or any number from six to nine. For
example, 1111, one-hour course; 1211, two-hour course; 1311, 1611, 1711, 1811,
1911, three-hour courses; 1411, four-hour course; 1511, five-hour course.

The last two digits serve to distinguish one course from another within a
division/department.
